Course Description  
 
Understanding literacy in the content areas and planning instruction to promote content learning 
with an emphasis on adapting the school curriculum for special populations. Strong emphasis 
will be on using the PreK Curriculum Guidelines (PKCG) and Texas Essential Knowledge and 
Skills (TEKS) to create lesson plans and implement through field-based experiences.
